The Immigrant Law Center of Minnesota is Minnesota’s most experienced immigration legal service provider. The number of cases served by ILCM in fiscal year 2010 reached 3,320. Our clients came from 97 different countries. Consistent with prior years, the majority of our clients are from Spanish-speaking regions at 57 percent, while 21 percent are from Asia and 19 percent from Africa. ILCM clients all earn equal to or less than 187.5 percent of the federal poverty guidelines.
